Arguably the most famous handgun in U.S. history, the Colt Single-Action
Army (SAA) Model 1873 Revolver is an iconic weapon associated with the
Wild West and the American cowboy. Hundreds of Western-themed movies
and TV shows feature rugged men and brave women on both sides of the law
toting the legendary “Colt 45.” Though highly sought in civilian versions, the
impetus for this iconic firearm’s creation came from the U.S. military.

The U.S. government in 1872 held trials for a new military service revolver
to replace Colt’s 1860 Army cap-and-ball revolver. Colt’s design was favored
and served as the primary military service revolver from 1873 until 1892
when it was phased out in favor of the new double-action .38-caliber Colt
with a swing-out cylinder. But even then some American military personnel
continued to use the SAA Colt well into the 20th century. Famous U.S. Army
General George S. Patton carried a custom-made SAA Colt with ivory grips.

As popular as the SAA revolver was with the military, it was perhaps even
more so with American civilians blazing new trails across the West. Colt
introduced a version chambered in .44-40 Winchester, the same round used
in the legendary Winchester 1873 lever-action rifle. Having a side arm and
rifle chambered in the same round was exactly what the marketplace wanted
and sales of both the revolver and rifle soared to cement their place in history
by being used in some of the West’s most famous conflicts, including the
gunfight at the 0.K. Corral.

Known for its reliability, Colt’s SAA 1873 model saw constant modifications
involving barrel lengths, grip shape and material, finish and calibers. Dozens
of versions and variations are known to exist, including more than 20 offered
by Uberti alone in calibers ranging from .22 rimfire to .44 Magnum in addition
to the renowned .45 Long Colt. And all of Uberti’s faithful recreations are
protected with a five-year warranty.

1894 Carbine

The years 1894-1895 were pivotal for American gunmaking, ammo-
manufacturing and hunting. A number of innovations appeared that would
revolutionize the way Americans choose the rifle and the cartridge they
consider ideal for the king of US big-game, the whitetail deer. For in 1894,
Winchester released their John Browning-designed Model 1894 lever
action rifle, originally chambered in two (now semi-obsolete) black-powder
cartridges, the .32-40 and the .38-55. The year after, the Connecticut
firm introduced America’s first sporting cartridge designed for use with
smokeless powder, the .30-30.

The combination between the Winchester ‘94 and the thirty-thirty was to
take the hunting community by storm. It has been estimated that more
whitetail deer has been harvested with it than with any other single rifle-
cartridge combination in American history. And it should be no wonder.
The strong, handy, light Winchester ‘94—especially in its 20" carbine

configuration—is ideal for negotiating the confined spaces of dense woods,
deer blinds and stands; while the .30-30 packs enough punch for American
deer and even black bear at moderate ranges, while delivering surprisingly
modest recoil.

Uberti is proud to offer this carbine in its original guise—i.e., as it appeared
before it was radically reengineered in the course of the second half of the
20th century. The carbine sports a 20” barrel, underneath which a tubular
magazine packs 7 rounds of the venerable .30-30 cartridge. A traditional,
fully adjustable buckhorn rear sight is complemented by drilling and tapping
for a tang sight and, available later in 2025 at no extra cost, tapping for a
Lyman 66A receiver sight. The action is 100% traditional with top ejecting,
and a classic straight walnut stock, enhanced with checkering for extra
purchase, completes this winning package.

The Uberti 1894 Receiver is true to the original, with blued finish, colorcase lever and
top-ejection. Available later in 2025, the left side of the receiver is also drilled and
tapped for the Lyman 66A receiver peep sight.

To make it accessible
to the modern shooter, however, Uberti chambers it instead for the
popular .45 Colt; this centerfire round features similar ballistics as
the older rimfire cartridge while being widely available and capable
of shooting heavier slugs for better performance on game.

One last thing: however beautiful, these premium Uberti guns are
not designed to be safe-queens! They do just as well at the range
or in the field as they do on the coffee-table as you show them off
to your friends.

Arguably the most famous American-made rifle in history, the 1873
Winchester lever-action rifle was successfully marketed as “The Gun That
Won the West.” So popular was this firearm that it remained in production
until 1923, years after newer lever-action designs were available. In all,
more than 720,000 1873 rifles were produced over a period of 50 years.

Winchester initiated a special promotion for the rifle in 1875. Barrels were
test-fired by Winchester and those producing the best groupings out of
1,000 barrels were fitted to rifles with set triggers and a special finish.
These celebrated rifles were marked “One of One Thousand” and sold at

a premium price that, adjusted for inflation, would translate to over $2,310
today. It’s believed 136 of these rifles were made. The classic Western movie
“Winchester ‘73" starring Jimmy Stewart is a story about one of these prized
“One of a Thousand” rifles, and the 1873 Winchester has appeared in dozens
of other movies and TV shows over the last 100 years.

A big reason for the popularity of the 1873 Winchester was its chambering in
the .44-40 Winchester cartridge, which originally had a 200-grain bullet over
40 grains of black powder. Both Colt and Smith & Wesson started making
revolvers in .44-40 and legends were born. Lawmen, outlaws, ranchers
and settlers saw great value in having rifles and side arms able to shoot the
same ammunition. With ballistic performance comparable to today’s .44
Magnum, the 1873 Winchester in .44-40 proved to be a great hunting rifle
for big game out to 150 yards and it's estimated only the Winchester .30-30
has taken more deer in the U.S. Ironically, the time-tested .45 Colt was never
chambered in the originals, since the early version of the cartridge had too
small of a rim for reliable extraction.
